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Wkat Gift Do Yoa Brirg to Jesas?

Today we celebrate the visit of the Magi to the infant Jesus. This feast is rich in symbolism and
meaning. The song “We Three Kings” notwithstanding, the Magi (plural of magus) were not royalty,
but rather astrologers of the Zoroastrian religion of Persia (modern Iran). As such, they could read
stars the way you and I read newspapers (or should I say Huffington Post?). Around 6 B.C. the planet
Jupiter (signifying kingship) aligned with Saturn (governing Saturday, the Sabbath, and therefore the
Jews) and appeared as one large star in the constellation Pisces (a water sign, symbolizing birth). For
the Magi, the heavens literally declared a newborn king of the Jews.

It stood to reason they would assume King Herod had a new son, so they made their way to Jerusa-
lem to congratulate him. Only one problem: Herod had no new son. Needless to say, Herod —and all
Jerusalem— was very upset by the news that a new king had been born. The paranoid and power-
hungry Herod sent them on their way to continue their search and to bring him word so that he too
might go and do the new king homage. We know how this ends: having found the infant Jesus and of-
fering gold, frankincense and myrrh, and having been warned by an angel, the Magi return home to
Persia by another route. Furious, Herod ordered the massacre of all baby boys in Bethlehem. But Jo-
seph had already taken Jesus and Mary safely to Egypt.

This story captures our imagination. How did these pagan astrologers, following superstitious prac-
tices, find Jesus, when the supposedly holy and chosen people did not? Matthew’s gospel is telling us
that all who seek God with a sincere and open heart will find him. Conversely, just belonging to the
right religion is not as important as having the right attitude.

This story also tells us that the revelation of God in Jesus is not just for the Jews, but for all people
of good will. Jesus is not only the long-awaited Messiah of Israel, he is also the savior of the world.

The gifts the Magi bring are also meaningful. Recognizing he is a king, the Magi offer gold. Ac-
knowledging he is also divine, they present him with frankincense. Myrrh is the ointment for anoint-
ing dead bodies, so this newborn, divine king was also destined to die. Kingship. Divinity. Mortality.
Each Magus, then, presented a gift indicating their understanding of who this child was.

Epiphany (the word means “manifest”) celebrates God being revealed or manifested to all nations.
The Magi manifested their faith through their gifts. But what of us? Who is Jesus to us? How do we
understand and appreciate his role in our life? What gift do you offer the Lord to show him how much
he means to you? Seek God with a sincere heart and you will find him. Having found him, offer your
gift to him. What will you offer?
