Third Sunday of Advent 

Weekly Homily                                                                                                                                                     December 11, 2022 

 A Peanuts cartoon panel, several years ago, starred Snoopy, Charlie Brown’s beagle, standing 
on his head. Asked why he was doing that, Snoopy said, it was to protest the injustice in the world. 
Indeed it does seem our world is so messed up. The world is upside down: Good guys lose and bad 
guys win. The only way Snoopy can make sense of it, is to stand on his head. But as Christians, we 
have to do more than just stand on our heads. This merely changes our perception, it doesn’t change 
our reality. John the Baptist tried to warn the people that unless they repented (the word means “turn 
around”) they were headed for destruction on the day of Christ’s coming. 
 
 Christ came precisely to make things right by turning the world upside down, which means 
right side up! When the kingdom of God breaks into the world, the first will be last and the last first. 
The poor will be blessed and the rich turned away. The lowly will be raised up and the powerful will 
be overthrown. After baptizing Jesus in the Jordan River, the second most amazing thing John the 
Baptist did was to point out to the crowd that Jesus was the Lamb of God. John encouraged his fol-
lowers to follow Jesus. Thus Jesus’ first disciples came from John. John’s mission was to make Christ 
known to the people. Once Jesus revealed himself as the Messiah, John’s mission was finished. As we 
go through Advent this year, let us also help people to seek, find and follow Jesus in our everyday life. 
This will help the kingdom of God to come, but also turn our world right side up again.  

  
 

 For the members of the body of Christ, the Church: that the Advent season will inspire effective 

preaching and compelling witness for all, we pray to the Lord. ◎ Lord, hear our prayer. 

 For the governmental leaders, judges and legislators: that they have keen insight, clear judgment and a 

heartfelt concern for the common good, we pray to the Lord. ◎ 

 For all who minister to the sick who need healing in both body and spirit: may the Holy Spirit 

strengthen them as they do their ministry, let us pray to the Lord. ◎ 

 For this community of faith, the body of Christ in this time and place: that their generous hearts are 
sensitive to the needs of neighbors, especially in this time of economic difficulty, we pray to the Lord.

 For those students attending the High school retreat this coming weekend: that they open their hearts 
to the gifts of the Holy Spirit and renew their bonds of friendship with each other, we pray to the 

Lord. ◎ 

 For those whose death draws near: that they know they will be joining our Lord in his garden and that 

their loved ones will be comforted knowing this, we pray to the Lord. ◎
