God in Us and We in God
Trinity Sunday

If you have a grape vine and want sweet, edible
grapes, you have to the vine every spring. If you
don’t cut back the long branches, not only will they
grow out of control, but the grapes will be small and
inedibly sour. So as painful as it might be, branches
have to be sacrificed.

When we pray “Glory be to the Father, and to the
Son, and to the Holy Spirit” it is customary to bow
our heads. Why is that? Because we show greater
reverence to the fullness of God in the Trinity by
praying not only with our voices but with our bodies.
We worship God as God, and we also bow humbly
before the greatest mystery: God is holy, loving, dy-
namic relationship.

And we humans, whom God created in the divine
image, are most godlike when we are in holy, loving,
dynamic relationships. But here’s the kicker: the
Trinity is not just about God but it’s also a mystery
about us! We are creations of God the Father. We
have been saved by Jesus the Son. And we are sancti-
fied by the Holy Spirit.

Put another way, for millennia people longed to see
God. God finally became visible in Jesus Christ, who
is the “fullness of Deity in bodily form” (Colossians
2:9). So when we see Jesus, we see God. But how
can we see Jesus today? This is where we Christians
come in. Through the Holy Spirit God gives us the
power to reflect Jesus in our words, actions—and re-
lationships. The Spirit draws us to Christ who leads
us to the Father who sends us the Spirit. Trinity is our
gateway into God’s very life, and therefore we cannot
help but bow before this great mystery.
