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GB Weekly Homily June 3, 2018

Instituting the Eucharist, Christ commands, “Do this in memory of me.” But “memory” is a weak
translation of the Greek “anamnesis” (dvauvnoig) which means more than just a mental exercise. A better,
more dynamic translation would be “Do this to recall me.”

“Recall” has both a mental and physical meaning. “I recall the time when...” is mentally remembering
something from the past. But “Detroit recalls one million autos” or “Washington is recalling its ambassa-
dor” means much more. Detroit isn’t thinking about the cars, it’s bringing them back. And Washington
isn’t just thinking about the ambassador, it’s calling him or her back physically.

And so it is in the Eucharist, we are not simply remembering a past event but we are literally calling
Jesus back into our presence. Jesus says whenever we gather together in his name, bless, break and share
the bread and wine, he comes back to us physically. Here and now. And for what purpose? Not just to be
with us but to become us. Or more precisely, so we might become him.

We reserve the Blessed Sacrament in the Tabernacle and mark Christ’s presence with a vigil candle,
first to have holy communion ready to bring to the sick and second for Eucharistic adoration. But neither
of these noble acts are the primary purpose of Jesus instituting bread and wine as his body and blood. We
recall Jesus in order to consume his precious body and blood so that they become part of us and we be-
come part of him AND part of one another. We ARE the Body of Christ and belong to him and to each
other. And again, for what purpose? So that we can go out into the world and continue the holy work of
building the kingdom of God by helping the poor, feeding the hungry, clothing the naked, visiting the sick
or imprisoned, welcoming the stranger or immigrant, defending the oppressed, proclaiming the gospel of
love, justice and peace.

There is no way we could possibly do this all by ourselves. But we who take and eat the Body of Christ
are empowered by the Holy Spirit to go out and do the work of Christ—together. So this great solemnity
of Corpus Christi is not just about Christ, but also about us.
