Recipe for a Miracle
< 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time >

By Fr. Joseph Veneroso, M.M.

We are all familiar with today’s gospel story of Jesus
feeding a multitude of people with just three barley
loaves and two fish. Hidden inside this simple story are
gems of wisdom. First of all, Jesus could have easily
fed the people by himself. Instead, he involved the
Apostles. This exposed their powerlessness as well as
their dependence on Jesus. Second, an insignificant
offering by a small boy plays a key role in this miracle.
We should never hesitate to offer what we can, even if
it seems hopelessly insufficient and our own social
standing low. Jesus wants our active participation.
Third, everyone ate their fill and there was enough left
over to fill twelve baskets with fragments. Twelve bas-
kets represent all Israel: the Chosen People of God.

When we ask for God’s help with a situation, we
should first be ready to give all we have. We shouldn’t
expect God to do something for us, but rather with us.
“Emanuel”, after all, means “God with us.” Then, like
the Apostles, we need to follow Jesus’ commands, no
matter how impractical it may seem. “Where can we
get enough food for so many?” and “What are three
loaves and two fish going to do?” But this story teach-
es that miracles happen, not just when God breaks into
a situation, but when we give our all.

On another level, this miracle of the multiplication of
the loaves and fishes foreshadows the Eucharist. After
all, we hunger for God’s Word and Jesus feeds us, but
only after we offer all we have and are, in the gifts of
bread and wine, and live our lives according to Christ’s
commands. The Eucharist fills our deepest longing for
love, forgiveness, mercy and meaning. And as always,
God gives us more than enough to satisfy us and the
whole world.
