The Faith of Samaritans and Foreigners
< Twenty-Eight Sunday in Ordinary Time >

Have you noticed how often Samaritans show up in the gospel stories? And always in a good light. Be-
lieve it or not, the earliest Christians (all converts from Judaism) found this scandalous. In one gospel it is
explained that the Jews and the Samaritans did not like or deal with one another.

Samaritans were those left behind when the Jews were taken captive to Babylon. Absent a Temple, they
developed their own religion and understanding of God. When the Jews returned from exile, they regard-
ed Samaritans as foreigners, not worthy of God’s mercy.

Jesus comes and holds up Samaritans as just as good as Jews. The Good Samaritan, the woman at the
well, the grateful leper all reinforce the truth that God loves ALL people. Romans, Greeks and other for-
eigners (yes, even Koreans and Americansl!) can all receive blessings —and salvation. We are rightly proud
to be Roman Catholics, members of the church founded by Jesus himself. But we do not own God. God
loves everyone equally. That’s the good news.
