King of Galaxies and Atoms

<Solemnity of Christ the King of the Universe>

Obur liturgical year comes to a close with today’s so-
lemnity of Christ, King of the Universe. It used to be
called simply the Feast of Christ the King, when it was
first established by Pope Pius XI in 1925. Pope St.
John XXIII moved this to the last week of the church
year and gave it the highest rank of Solemnity. Pope
Benedict XVI expanded the title to include all the uni-
verse.

This is an important development, for Christ must
not only reign in this world and over every aspect of
our lives but over all of creation, or as we say in the
Nicene Creed, “all things visible and invisible.” There
is so much that exists that we cannot see, both large
and small, but Christ’s power and dominion extends
over these as well.

In 2013 astronomers discovered the largest mass in
the entire universe: a mega galaxy of over one BIL-
LION galaxies! How big is it? About 11 billion light
years from end to end. (Our universe is 13 billion light
years old.) Our Milky Way galaxy produces three new
suns every earth year. That mega galaxy (called Hercu-
les-Corona Borealis Great Wall by scientists) produces
30 new suns every earth DAY! Yet we maintain Jesus
Christ, Son of God, the Alpha and Omega of all things,
is Lord of even this. Indeed, all Creation comes from
God and is held together by God. (Whether there is
intelligent life elsewhere in the universe is moot, for
Christ is King of them as well—although we might
need to send Missioners there to tell them!)

We know now about atoms, electrons, molecules,
viruses, bacteria, photons, X-rays, radio waves etc.,
things invisible to the eye. Yet these too are the won-
derful works of our Creator God. We are made up of
the stuff of the universe. We are stardust. In Christ we
live and move and have our being. Today we celebrate
with great solemnity that Christ is ruler over all.
“waiting till his enemies are made his footstool,” will
appear as dramatically as he left. We prepare for his
return in power, glory and majesty. Keep watching!
