Weekly Homily December 2, 2018

Creative Waiting
< First Sunday of Advent>

Several years ago, while on assignment for MARYKNOLL Magazine, a photographer and I stopped over in Ha-
wali on our way to Asia. We rented a car and were driving around Honolulu. When we stopped for a red light, we
looked at our map. (This was long before GPS!) We looked up in time to see the light turning red again. Although
it had been green, no one behind us beeped their horn. "Wow! Can you imagine that ever happening in New
Yorkr" I said. My travel companion answered: "That's because New Yorkers are all in a hurry to get somewhere
else. Hawaiians are already where they want to be."

For New Yorkers, waiting is difficult, but we have to do it all the time. We are in a hurry to be someplace else, so
we wait for buses and subways, for traffic lights, in line for a movie, for school to let out, to commute home after
work. These are everyday moments of waiting. There are bigger ones: waiting to see a doctor, waiting for test re-
sults, waiting for the birth of a baby, waiting to get out of the hospital. Prisoners wait to get out of prison. Soldiers
wait to return home. And most poignant of all: people, usually but not always elderly, waiting to die.

Advent is the season of waiting. Yes, we wait for Christmas, but this a mere reflection of the centuries the Jews
waited for the Messiah. And we now wait for Christ to return. We cannot avoid waiting. When will he return? But
that should not be an invitation to waste time doing nothing. Just as parents must do many things to prepare for
the birth of a child, we should prepare our hearts --and our world-- to welcome Christ when he comes again.

If an important guest were to visit you, wouldn't you at least straighten up your house? Perhaps prepare a nice
meal? How much more should we straighten up our lives, our actions, our thoughts, our words, our relationships
and our world to receive Christ? Christ came 2,000 years ago. He will come again. Who knows when? In the mean
time, we have a lot of work to do.
