Weekly Homily December 3, 2018

Prepare A Highway for Our God

<Second Sunday of Advent>

Why did John the Baptist appear in the wilderness, rather than in Jerusalem? Israel was an occupied land, ruled
by the pagan Romans. Herod was kept in power by the Romans and his father, Herod the Great, rebuilt the Tem-
ple with permission from the Romans. In sort, Jerusalem was considered corrupt and defiled. Thus, John preach-
ing in the wilderness reminded the Jews of the time they had no land and no king, but they had God to rule and
guide them.

Messiah is a very political term. It means "Anointed", that is, someone chosen by God to lead the people. For
someone to claim to be the Messiah considered a direct threat to the rule of Herod, and by extension, the Romans.
By living in the desert, John the Baptist showed he did not need Jerusalem or Rome to survive, but relied on God
alone. This is the message John gives us as we prepare for the birth of Jesus. What do we rely on for life and hap-
piness? Money? Power? Material goods?

Advent is the time to reexamine and realign our priorities. What is most important to us? Try not to get over-
whelmed with the busyness and noise of the secular idea of Christmas. It's not about getting things and amassing
stuff or wearing the latest fashion. It's not about parties and presents. The kingdom of God is about justice, peace,
mercy and love. These are the areas we need to work on during these weeks leading up to Christ's birth.
